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Technical Tour

Kashiwazaki-Kariwa NMuclear Power Station

The Kashiwazaki-Kariwa Nuclear Power Station, owned
and operated by the Tokyo Electric Power Company, is
located 220 kilometers northwest of Tokyo. The nuclear
power station with a total capacity of 8,212MWe consists
of seven BWR reactors and produces 60TWh of electricity
in a year. This availability leads the world among nuclear
power stations and covers about 20% of electricity which
is consumed in Tokyo area.

BWR Operator Training Center

The BWR Operator Training Center, organized by the BWR
manufacturers and utilities, is aiming to provide training courses
to operators of all BWR utilities in Japan and is located nearby
the Kashiwazaki-Kariwa Nuclear Power Station.

One of the remarkable feature is a training with full-scale control
simulators for daily operation.

Optional Tour (Hiroshima)

Radiation Effect Research Foundation (RERF)

The RERF is the scientific research institution on the study of radiation impacts of health in the survivors of the atemic bombings
of Hiroshima and Nagasaki. The RERF has two institutes in Hiroshima and Nagasaki.

ltsukushima Shinto Shrine, at Miyajima (UNESCO-designated World Heritage)

Itsukushima Shinte Shrine is well known as it looks like floating on the surface of water at high tide. The wooden structure of the
shrine was designed to be in harmony with the high-tide envirenment. This point was also highly valued at the time when the
UNESCQ inscribed as a World Heritage site.

{ Hiroshima Peace Memorial Museum and A-bomb Dome (UNESCO-designated World Heritage)

The Hiroshima Peace Memorial Museum is well known as it collects and exhibits belongings of the victims as well as photos/data
of atomic devastation. The A-bomb Dome was formerly the Hiroshima Prefectural Industrial Promotion Hall, designed by
a Czech architect. The relic of the hall after atomic bombing has been called the “A-boemb Dome”,
